He loves being able to
work on residential properties, as it means he’s
working in a small team where he can learn a lot,
plus the clients are always really grateful.

You get out everything you put in, so as
long as you apply yourself, you're good.’

“Every day is different. We do everything from the
foundations to the finishing touches, which gives me
a wide range of experience. My favourite thing to

do is the finishing touches, like skirting boards and
handrails, as you have to be very precise.”

Ryol loves being able to step back at the end of the
day and see all they've accomplished. He plans to
stay at NZ Proud while he becomes qualified.

To anyone interested in studying Carpentry at
WelTec, Ryol says, “Just do it. It can take some time,
but as long as you're willing to learn and apply
yourself, your skills will develop.”
